Programme of important European Details on website
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This year | have the great honour of being the
British Senate Chairman — the first in a very
short line of non-drinking Chairmen! We have
also recently realised that 2009 marks the 50"
Anniversary of the British Senate, with the first
Chairman being appointed in 1959.

The British Senate provides support to JCI UK
in the form of six £100 bursaries to encourage
new JCI UK members to attend their first inter-
national event and a £250 award (again to-
wards attendance at an international event) to
the “Best New Member”. We also provide train-
ing and mentoring and will support JCI locally if
asked (but we do feel strongly that we need to
be asked!). | have an ex-officio place on the
JCI UK National Board and the British Senate
also support the JCI UK Foundation.

The British Senate is the most active Senate
organisation in Europe, and, probably, the
world! Unusually we do not currently charge a
membership fee to our Senators (though the
Council will be recommending a change); in-
stead Senators subscribe to the European Sen-
ate Newsletter published by the British Senate
on behalf of the ASE. Our running costs are
funded from a small surplus from British sub-
scribers, interest on investments and merchan-
dising. We currently have addresses for 830
past and present Senators of which about 450
currently subscribe to the newsletter.

We have an extremely active programme of
events every year with a printed programme

talent

card sent out to all British Senators every Janu-
ary. This year we have 7 Senate weekend ac-
tivities with weekends coming up in Newcastle,
Market Harborough, Hereford, Beddgelert and
Huntingdon (we have already visited Leeds and
Belfast) plus of course the famous British Sen-
ate Drumming Out when they get rid of me in
Milton Keynes in January 2010. We also or-
ganise one-day events from time to time. Nor-
mal attendance for our weekends is 25-35 al-
though we had over 50 in Belfast! We are al-
ways happy to welcome non-British Senators to
all our weekends, not just the Drumming Out.

The British Senate are also active in Europe
with a number of keen travellers. We are al-
ways happy to volunteer to help with European
events and of course the ASE Board. This
year, we are very pleased to see our very own
Clare Ashton as your ASE President, Paul Hill
as Ambassador (and Legal Counsel) plus of
course Peter Browning, European Newsletter
Editor who has introduced a fourth edition per
year plus full colour.
